REFERENDUM VOTE TO BE HELD FOR SCHOOLS CONSIDERING JOINING THE
FIRST NATION SCHOOL BOARD

The Minister of Education has announced a second referendum period in February 2023 for schools
considering joining the First Nation School Board. Elections Yukon will administer the referendum vote
on behalf of the Minister.

For a school to be included in the referendum vote, a resolution from the school council or a petition
from the school community requesting their school join the First Nation School Board is to be submitted
to the Department of Education between January 5 and 30, 2023. On approval of the Minister, Elections
Yukon will conduct a referendum vote for those school attendance areas.

Note that school council resolutions and community petitions are separate and independent
submissions — either or both may be submitted as of January 5, 2023. Any school council or community
members considering petitioning should contact Lori Choquette, the Department of Education’s School
Council Liaison at lori.choquette@yukon.ca or 867-667-8226 for additional information.

Elector eligibility: Eligibility is the same as for school council elections: to be eligible to sign a petition or
vote in a school referendum, electors must be:

e A Canadian citizen; and

e At least 18 years of age; and

e Either:
o aresident in the school attendance area for three or more months, and/or
o a parent! of a student who attends the school.

e Prior to January 5, 2023: Resolution and petition processes ongoing in school communities.

e Monday, February 27, 2023 - Polling Day: Final day for eligible electors to cast their vote. Polling
will close at 8:00 PM with unofficial results being posted as they are reported.

e Tuesday, February 28, 2023 - Official Addition: Official results released. Schools where 50% plus 1
of the votes cast support joining the First Nation School Board will for the start of the 2023-24
school year.

The Minister of Education is accepting resolutions from school councils and petitions from school
communities requesting their school join the First Nation School Board. The Department of Education
must receive all resolutions and petitions by 4 p.m. on January 30, 2023, to be included in the
referendum vote. On the Minister’s approval of the resolution or petition, Elections Yukon will conduct
a vote for those school attendance areas in February 2023.

To date, the Minister of Education has not accepted any school council resolutions or community
petitions.

School council resolutions and/or community petitions signed by 20% of eligible electors in the school
attendance area will continue to be accepted by the Minister of Education until Monday, January 30,
2023, at 4 p.m.

Notes on Unofficial Results Reporting

1. Rejected includes rejected certificate envelopes and rejected ballots.
A certificate envelope may have been rejected if it was not fully completed. The most common reason for
rejecting a certificate envelope was it not being signed. Ballots may have been rejected if they were
improperly marked. The most common reasons for rejecting a ballot include it not being marked for yes or
no, it being marked for both yes and no, or it being marked in a way that the voter can be identified.

2. The Minister may combine the school council with the School Board if at least 50% plus 1 of the valid votes
returned are a YES. A minimum of 3 votes is required. The formula for calculating the threshold is the
number of valid votes multiplied by 50% plus 1 (rounded up).

A certificate envelope may have been
rejected if it was not fully completed. Ballots may have been rejected if they were improperly marked.
No ballots were rejected

3. The Minister may combine the school council with the School Board if at least 50% plus 1 of the valid votes
returned are a YES. A minimum of 3 votes is required. The formula for calculating the threshold is the
number of valid votes multiplied by 50% plus 1 (rounded up). Examples:
