An elector who is unable to provide authorized
identification may vote at a polling station
during Advance and Polling Day polls by
appointing a vouching elector whose name
appears on the List of Electors for their
electoral district.

A vouching elector is restricted to vouching for
one elector
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Option 5:
Declaration of Alternate Proof
of Residential Address

An elector who proves identity and establishes
the elector’s name by providing identification
authorized under Option 1, Option 2, and
Option 3A may prove the elector’s place of
residence by making a declaration in writing in
a form approved by the Chief Electoral Officer.
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
