REFERENDUM VOTING — OFFICIAL RESULTS

The referendum voting period concluded on Monday, February 27, 2023, at 8:00 pm in the four
attendance areas where the Minister of Education accepted resolutions or petitions. In total, 256
electors voted in the referendum. The official results are as indicated below.

The following schools met the threshold required to support the transition to the First Nation School
Board. Pending formal approval by the Minister of Education and the First Nation School Board
trustees, these schools will be combined with the First Nation School Board at the start of the 2023/24
school year.

Notes on Unofficial Results Reporting

1. To protect the secrecy of the vote, the reported total votes cast at all locations (locally with the Referendum
Officer, by mail, at Elections Yukon, or via secure drop box) is combined.

2. Rejected includes rejected certificate envelopes and rejected ballots. A certificate envelope may have been
rejected if it was not fully completed. Ballots may have been rejected if they were improperly marked.
No ballots were rejected

3. The Minister may combine the school council with the School Board if at least 50% plus 1 of the valid votes
returned are a YES. A minimum of 3 votes is required. The formula for calculating the threshold is the
number of valid votes multiplied by 50% plus 1 (rounded up). Examples:
