LIST OF AUTHORIZED IDENTIFICATION

An elector whose name is not on the List of Electors may be added at the time of voting.
The Elections Act provides a number of options that enable electors - including those without conventional
types of identification - to participate.

Option 1: An elector may vote after producing one piece of identification issued by the Government of Yukon, the
Government of Canada, or a municipality. The identification must show the elector’'s name and current residential or
mailing address. Samples appear in Section A (below).
